It was held in Wilson 
for a number of years; then 
it moved to Goldsboro and 
Williamston, then back to 
Wilson for two years and now to 
Concord near Charlotte.

Owner Charles Rogers re-
cently sold the show to W.C. 
Lanier of Wilmington and re-
tired.

Show organizers say there 

will be more than 200 exhibitors 
and that it will attract 30,000 
attendees who will come to see 
the farm equipment implements 
and demonstrations.
